There is no kneeling and there are no prostrations
between Pascha and Pentecost as we celebrate our
Lord’s resurrection. There is also no fasting until
Ascension. Christ is risen!

DID YOU KNOW?

A troparion is a short hymn often placed between
psalm verses. A theotokion is a special type of
troparion; it is a hymn to the Theotokos. The
theotokion we sing most often in the Divine Liturgy
begins “It is truly meet to bless thee.” During the
Paschal season we often sing a special theotokion
that explains the joy of the Theotokos and all
mankind in the resurrection of her Son, and it
begins “The angel cried to the lady full of grace”
