• A member in good standing 
• Active in the worship and sacramental 

life of the church (i.e., regular and 
frequent participation in the services, 
communion, and confession) 

• Cannot be living in contradiction to the 
faith 

 

The Parish Council is a service ministry of the 
Church, and as such requires Christ-like love, 
humility, and faithfulness in the service of the 
Church. 
 

These eligibility requirements come from the 
current parish constitution and clarification 
from the archdiocese.

Matthews. Thanks go to Frank Hagg, Victor 
Albers, and Philip Salibi who will have 
completed their terms.
