DID YOU KNOW?

The Church teaches us through all of our
senses. One way we learn is through the
message of the hymns that are sung each week.
Look at the Sunday variables and you will see
the word Troparion. What does that mean? A
Troparion is a hymn set to a special tone
(melody) and is about a specific occasion or
person. If the Troparion is for the Resurrection,
then the event and sequence is made clear for
us. If it is about a saint, then we learn about the
saint’s great faith and sanctity of his or her life.
We sing a very famous Troparion during the
Pascha service and continue to sing it 40 days
later: Christ is risen from the dead trampling
down death by death and upon those in the
tombs bestowing life.
