Troparion of the Resurrection, Tn. 6, Byzantine 
When Mary stood at Thy grave, looking for Thy sacred body, angelic powers shone above Thy revered 
tomb; and the soldiers who were to keep guard became as dead men. Thou led Hades captive and wast 
not tempted thereby. Thou didst meet the Virgin and didst give life to the world. O Thou, Who art risen 
from the dead, O Lord, glory to Thee. 
 

Troparion of the Holy Transfiguration, Tn. 7, Byzantine 
Thou wast transfigured on the Mount, O Christ our God, revealing thy glory to thy disciples as far as they 
could bear it.  Let thine everlasting light shine upon us sinners!  Through the prayers of the Theotokos, 
O Giver of Light, glory to thee! 
 

Troparion of Ss Peter & Paul, Tn. 4, Byzantine 
O foremost of the apostles and teachers of the world, intercede with the Master of all to grant peace to 
the world and to our souls the great mercy. 
 

Clergy only – Kontakion of Transfiguration, Tn. 7, Byzantine 
Thou wast transfigured on the mount, and Thy Disciples, in so far as they were able, beheld Thy glory, O 
Christ our God; so that, when they shouldst see Thee crucified, they would remember that all Thy 
suffering was voluntary, and could declare to all the world that Thou art truly the effulgent Splendor of 
the Father. 
 

Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans (15:1-7). 
Brethren, we who are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not to please ourselves. Let 
each one of us please his neighbor for that which is good for his edification. For Christ also did not please 
Himself; but, as it is written: “The reproaches of those who reproached Thee fell on Me.” For whatever 
was written beforehand was written for our learning, that we might have hope, through the patience and 
comfort of the Scriptures. Now may the God of patience and comfort grant you to be of the same mind 
with one another, according to Christ Jesus, that with one accord and one mouth you may glorify God, 



even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore, receive one another, even as Christ has also received 
you, to the glory of God. 
 

Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew (9:27-35) 
At that time, as Jesus passed on from there, two blind men followed him, crying aloud: “Have mercy on 
us, Son of David.” When He entered the house, the blind men came to Him; and Jesus said to them, “Do 
you believe that I am able to do this?” They said to Him, “Yes, Lord.” Then He touched their eyes, saying, 
“According to your faith be it done to you.” And their eyes were opened. And Jesus sternly charged them, 
“See that no one knows it.” But they went away and spread His fame through all the district. As they were 
going away, behold, a dumb demoniac was brought to Him. And when the demon had been cast out, the 
dumb man spoke; and the crowds marveled, saying, “Never was anything like this seen in Israel.” But the 
Pharisee said, “He casts out demons by the prince of demons.” And Jesus went about all the cities and 
villages, teaching in their synagogues and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every disease 
and every infirmity. 
 

Receiving Holy Communion: Only Orthodox Christians prepared through prayer, fasting, and a recent 
sacramental confession should approach the chalice for the Eucharist. The Orthodox Church does not 
practice “open communion” and has no intercommunion with non-Orthodox churches.
