Troparion of the Resurrection, Tn. 4, Byzantine 
Having learned the joyful message of the resurrection from the angel, the women disciples of the Lord 
cast from them their parental condemnation, and proudly broke the news to the disciples saying, death 
hath been spoiled. Christ God is risen, granting the world great mercy.  
 

Apolytikion for St. Gregory of Neo-Caesarea, Tn. 8, Byzantine 
By vigilance in prayer, and continuance in the working of wonders, thou didst acquire thine achievements 
as a surname; wherefore, intercede with Christ our God, O Father Gregory, to enlighten our souls, lest 
we sleep in sin unto death. 
 

Troparion of Ss Peter & Paul, Tn. 4, Byzantine 
O Foremost of the Apostles, and teachers of the world, intercede with the Master of all to grant peace to 
the world and to our souls the Great Mercy. 
 

Clergy only –Kontakion of Entrance of the Theotokos, Tn. 4, Byzantine 
The sacred treasury of God’s holy glory, the greatly precious bridal chamber and Virgin, the Savior’s 
most pure temple, free of stain and undefiled, into the House of the Lord on this day is brought forward 
and bringeth with herself the grace of the Most Divine Spirit; her do God’s Angels hymn with songs of 
praise, for she is truly the heavenly tabernacle. 
 

Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Galatians (2:16-20). 
Brethren, you know that a man is not justified by works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ. Even 
we have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be justified by faith in Christ, and not by works of the law, 
because by works of the law shall no one be justified. But if, in our endeavor to be justified in Christ, we 
ourselves were found to be sinners, is Christ then an agent of sin? Certainly not! But if I build up again 
those things which I tore down, then I prove myself a transgressor. For I through the Law died to the 
Law, that I might live to God. I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ Who 
lives in me; and the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, Who loved me, and gave 
Himself for me. 
 



Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke (12:16-21). 
The Lord spoke this parable: “The land of a rich man brought forth plentifully; and he thought to himself, 
‘What shall I do, for I have nowhere to store my crops?’ And he said, ‘I will do this: I will pull down my 
barns, and build larger ones; and there I will store all my grain and my goods. And I will say to my soul, 
Soul, you have ample goods laid up for many years; take your ease, eat, drink, be merry. But God said to 
him, ‘Fool! This night your soul is required of you; and the things you have prepared, whose will they be?’ 
So is he who lays up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God.” As He said this, Jesus called out, 
“He who has ears to hear, let him hear.” 
 

Receiving Holy Communion: Only Orthodox Christians prepared through prayer, fasting, and a recent 
sacramental confession should approach the chalice for the Eucharist. The Orthodox Church does not 
practice “open communion” and has no intercommunion with non-Orthodox churches.
